The cement demand in India is exhibiting a CAGR of 
5.65% between 2016-23. As India has a high quantity 

and quality of limestone deposits through-out the country, 
the cement industry promises huge potential for growth. 
India has a total of 210 large cement plants, of which 77 are 
in Andhra Pradesh, Rajasthan, and Tamil Nadu. Nearly 32% 
of India’s cement production capacity is based in South India,
